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According to the Comprehensive Sexuality Education Act of 2022, “Comprehensive Sexuality
Education” refers to the process of teaching and learning based on a comprehensive curriculum
covering the cognitive, emotional, physical, and social aspects of sexuality. Its goal is to equip
children or adults attending any class in primary and secondary public and private education
with knowledge, skills, attitudes, and values that empower them to be aware of their health,
well-being, and dignity, develop social and sexuality relationships, understand that their choices
affect their well-being and that of others, understand their rights and advocate for their
protection, and enjoy their sexuality responsibly, safely, and consensually in interpersonal
relationships and friendships, while taking responsibility for informed decisions concerning their
sexuality health and well-being and that of others.

Policy Positions:

e Implementation of the Legislation on Comprehensive Sexuality Education at all levels
of Education
The Ministry of Education, Sports, and Youth is responsible for ensuring the implementation of
sexuality education as mandated by the Comprehensive Sexuality Education Act of 2022.

e Active Participation of Students in the Design of Programmes and Educational
Materials
The Ministry of Education, Sports, and Youth must ensure that young people and their
representative bodies (e.g., PSEM) are involved in designing the programmes and the materials
used for implementing sexuality education. The participation of students in this process is
essential to ensure that the education content provided is relevant and tailored to their needs.

e Ensuring the Provision Quality Education with Student Involvement
Successful implementation of sexuality education in schools requires systematic and
compulsory training and active support for teachers delivering Comprehensive Sexuality




Education. Adequate training, combined with the selection of educators capable of supporting
the learning process and creating a safe learning environment for all students, is crucial for the
guality implementation of sexuality education programmes. High-quality training is linked to an
improved understanding of the importance of Health Education and sexuality education and
affects the relationship between educators’ perceptions and indicators of healthy sexuality.

e Support and Evaluation of Educators for the Implementation of Sexuality Education
by the Ministry of Education with Student Involvement
Designing and implementing an annual evaluation system for educators who deliver sexuality
education programmes is necessary, as is providing support to these educators. Active
participation of students in this system is important.

e Active Participation of Students in the Evaluation and Updating of Sexuality
Education Programme Content
The Ministry of Education, Sports, and Youth is urged to design and implement an annual
evaluation and updating process for the content and topics of sexuality education programmes
and the tools used, with the active and meaningful participation of students and their
representative bodies. This ensures that the content aligns with their needs. Evaluation and
updating should be conducted in collaboration with entities with expertise and specialisation in
this field.

*Training and Empowerment of Parents, Guardians, and Other Professionals Working
with Children
The Ministry of Education, Sports, and Youth, in collaboration with other relevant entities, is
called to design and implement training and support programmes on sexuality issues for
parents, guardians, and other professionals to empower them to fulfil their role in the sexuality
education of children and young people.

¢ Protection from Discrimination, Stigma — Ensuring Children’s Rights
Monitoring and controlling the implementation of anti-bullying, anti-violence, and anti-
discrimination policies or regulations in schools are essential for creating an environment where
every student, regardless of gender, sexual orientation, gender identity, disability, religion,
origin, economic status, cultural background, or other characteristic, feels safe and respected.
The enforcement of such policies or regulations is part of modern educational processes.

We consider it important to develop a system through which students whose safety is
compromised or threatened can easily turn to the school for assistance and support.

We believe that the state has an obligation to provide comprehensive sexuality education to all
children and young people within the educational system in a way that actively protects them
from any form of sexual abuse and exploitation, and prepares them for adult life. sexuality
education enhances the well-being of children and young people and empowers them to build
and maintain healthy relationships.
